DXCC Award
DX Century Club



•Premier operating award of the ARRL
•Basic mixed award starts with 100 confirmed 
countries (Entities), any band any mode.
•There are currently 340 entities. These are 
based on political and geographical criteria.
•Alaska and Hawaii are considered their own 
entity.
•The list is elastic. Entities come and go as 
current events occur.
